(Producer)

Besides producing the TV & cinema projects and theatre plays of BKM he also is director of the BKM Actors.

(Image director)

Since 1987 he is a professional director of photography. He worked for projects like 8 movies, between which there are milestones of our cinema like “Eskiya” and “Kahpe Bizans”, more than 1500 commercials, about 80 music videos. (Sound and sound design)
